	MATERIALS:

Firefighters will be in full protective gear with SCBA. Rescuers may/may not be visibly impaired. A rope bag containing 150’ of rescue rope, 2 carribeaners, anchor point, and section of webbing joined at the ends will be needed.

	You will be asked to simulate FF operations, which you will have to remove an unconscious FF to the exterior using the 2:1 haul system.

An anchor point will be identified and announced by the rescuers.

The rescuers using the rescue rope will secure an anchor point. 

____

____

Rescuer 1 shall weave the section of webbing at the nipple line and through the victim’s underarms.

____

____

Rescuer 2 shall secure the upper portion of the webbing at the nipple line behind the victim’s back using a carribeaner and maintain control of the locked carribeaner.

____

____

Rescuer 1 shall position the other lower end of the webbing harness at the victim’s knees.

____

____

Rescuer 1 shall pull the lower end of the webbing harness between the victim’s legs

____

____

Rescuer 1 shall feed the carribeaner end through the lower portion that was manipulated through the victim’s legs and pull the webbing taunt to create the Hasty Harness.

____

____

Rescuer 2 will assist Rescuer 1 in connecting the carribeaner to the rescue rope.

____

____

Rescuer 1 and 2 will coordinate an effort to pull the rescue rope until the victim is removed from the hazard area to a safe place.

____

____

Transfer victim to RIT or Rescue Company.

Provide the students with instructions and describe the scenario. If students are unsuccessful they will be required to receive additional training and repeat the task.
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
